-Ensuring that children have a strong    

acquisition of language and a love of   

storytelling and reading.

-Developing independence and curiosity.  

-Support them to have confidence in their ability to learn  

As a staff we have decided upon 6  goals to achieve across the Nursery and  

Reception to ensure our drivers are thread through the curriculum model.
